
 
The Skating Program 
The team will have on-ice practice at the OSU Ice 
Rink, off-ice practice at the RPAC once per week, 
and complete weight training sessions twice per 
week.  The team will travel to at least three           
competitions and perform for various events 
throughout the year. 

Program fees 
The team relies heavily on skaters’ dues,        
fundraising, and outside sponsorship to cover all 
team expenses.  Upon acceptance of the skater’s 
commitment to the team, an initial deposit of 
$125.00 is due.  Each skater is responsible for 
making monthly payments of $75.00 for six 
months.  In addition, each skater must be a   
member of The OSU FSC ($15.00) and USFS 
($40.00).  Skaters are required to fundraise 
throughout the year; money raised in excess of 
the team requirements will be credited to the 
skater’s personal dues. 

Clinic and Tryout Information

Clinic (7:00-8:30 pm): Skaters will be given an 
overview of the tryout procedure including 
specific training drills which will be evaluated 
during tryouts.  Clinic attendance is mandatory 
for skaters wanting to tryout for the 09-10 
team.  Clinic only: $15.00.  Clinic & Tryouts: 
$30.00. Skaters are asked to wear a plain skating 
dress with hair tied back.   

Tryouts (8:30-10:00 pm): In addition to dis-
playing the skills learned during the clinic, skat-
ers are required to perform a one minute pro-
gram to music of their choice that includes all 
of the following: one jump, one spin, and one 
footwork sequence (straight line, circular, etc).  
The $30.00 tryout fee must be included with 
the application in order to reserve a position at 
tryouts.
